A. INTRODUCTION

The Town of Sullivan’s Island, on the coast of South Carolina a few miles from
Charleston, is a small barrier island with a long history, rich natural resources and
habitation dating from Colonial times. The island’s importance to the state is
represented by the symbol on our state flag, the paimetto, one of its distinctive
natural resources. As in the past, the island’s identity is still natural and
developed, rural and sub-urban, summer resort and year-round residential, It is
home to 2000 residents of all ages, an elementary school and beautiful beaches
that draw thousand of visitors. In 1991 the Town took steps to protect over 90
acres of accreted beachfront property from residential and commercial
development through ordinance and deed restrictions, said deed restrictions being
set forth in Attachment A of this RFQ. Additionally, there are portions of Town
owned property along the rear of the Island similarly situated but not protected by
ordinance. The end result is the creation of a rare conservation and recreation
zone on a populated barrier island. The area is rich in dune/swale topography and
habitat and supports a great biodiversity including trees, yet is readily accessible
to restdents and visitors. However, the zoning provisions governing the
management of the accreted land were not adequately science-based and do not
provide guidance for comprehensive conservation management. Also, several
conditions have changed and accordingly demand improvement in Town policies:
intensifying development with a predominance of year-round residents and many
new urbanized property owners; a marked increase in shrub and tree size and
density in the accreted land, along with some negative impacts on natural
resources; advances in conservation science, management methods and
technologies, partly due to many barrier islands being developed in harmony with
conservation goals. Because of these changes, the time has come for the Town to
advance the level of its conservation management and seek more scientific
assessments, recommendations and management plan,
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B. PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The Town of Sullivan’s Island Accreted Land contains approximately 90 acres of
land in a dune and swale topography with various shrubs and trees. It is home to
various animal and plant species. The Town currently allows contiguous property
owners to trim specifically identified shrubs in order to achieve an ocean view
corridor; it is expected that a management plan will include recommendations
concerning this practice. However, the Town desires a scientific based
management plan that best protects the accreted land and other Town owned
properties. The management plan will consider conservation planning and needs
of the biological communities and natural resources with social and economic
considerations. The Town recognizes that a conservation management plan may
be directed toward any of a number of objectives and that the final plan wili
depend on which objectives are emphasized. The selected Land Management
Consultant will be expected to solicit community input regarding the relative
importance to Town citizens of the different objectives.

C. SCOPE OF SERVICES
1) Meet with project team to discuss project parameters, budget and goals.

2) Public Meeting Requirements
The Selected Land Management Consultant will be required to conduct at
least three (3) public meetings with in order to involve the residents in the
process of preparing a management plan. One meeting should be to solicit
input and answer questions. The second meeting should provide
information of the plan direction and include an exhibit concept plan. The
final meeting should be to present the final plan.

3) Public Information Process
The Selected Land Management Consultant will be required to provide a
web link to a site with the latest plan information to Island residents. The
web site will have the ability to accept resident comments.

4) Accreted Land Management Plan Goals
The management plan should meet the following goals:

e Analyze the value of a shrub forest in the area.

s Analyze the value of the development of a maritime forest in the
area.

e Analyze the present condition of the area and impact on erosion
control, storm protection, recreation, education, and plant and
animal species which may use or cannot use the area.

e Analyze and inventory resources to determine any areas of
potential compatibility or conflict between environmental values
and nearby development.
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Analyze the impact of trimming and pruning on the existing
shrub forest.

Analyze the need for fire control in the accreted land area.
Analyze the need for beach path and dune walk-over
maintenance in the area.

Develop a specific long range plan to manage the areas and
provide specific recommendations for public access and public
safety.

5) Deliverables
The Selected Consultant will be responsible for the following deliverables,
all of which must be submitted in print (25 copies) as well as electronic
format (PDF) suitable for reproduction and placement on the Town’s

website.

Assessment of existing conditions,

Summary of all current abutting land owners and beach access
points using GIS mapping/ESRI software ARC map version 9.2
with layer and database showing critical environmental resources
within the area.

Resource Inventory in the form of maps and text of existing
botanical and wildlife resources in the area.

Creation of a comprehensive scientific based management plan
with estimated costs of implementation.

Preparation of an oversight budget for a consultant to oversee the
annual management of the areas.

List of potential government programs and grant funding to assist
in funding the management of the arca.

D. STATEMENT OF QUALIFICATIONS REQUIREMENTS

In order to be considered. all requested qualification information below shall be
submitted. All prospective consultants must complete and submit all qualification
and other supplemental information, in one complete package by the date stated
below. The Town will not accept information or documents from parties other
than the submitting proposer. Any information that needs to be returned to the
proposer should not be submitted. If a proposer fails to provide the required
documentation and information or fails to meet the minimum qualifications, the
SOQ will be deemed non-responsive.

The SOQ shall include the following information in the order indicated:

E. SELECTON PROCEDURE

Interested, qualificd consultants will need to submit a Statement of Qualifications
(SOQ) in accordance with the requirements stated herein by the deadline on
Friday, August 31, 2007.

1. The Town may elect to issue an addendum to this RFQ and the subsequent
RFP.
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2. Submit questions and requests for clarifications regarding this RFQ in
writing via facsimile or email to the contact person indicated herein. Please
submit questions on or before July 16, 2007.

Statements of Qualifications arc due no later than 10:00 a.m. (DST) on
Friday, August 31, 2007. Ten (10) copies of the document, and a digital
version of the package, should be enclosed in a sealed envelope identified
clearly with the words “Request for Qualifications — Accreted Land Town of
Sullivan's Island™ addressed to the contact person indicated herein.

5. A selection panel with representatives of the Town Council and staft will be
formed.

6. The SOQs will be reviewed for compliance with the Qualifications and SOQ
requirements as set forth herein. If the SOQ is found not in compliance with
these minimum requirements. the SOQ will be removed from further
consideration and the consultant informed of this action.

7. The Selection Panel will then score the remaining SOQs according to the
Evaluation Criteria listed herein. The proposers submitling the three (3}
highest scoring SOQs will be selected by the Screening Panel.

8. The Selection Panel will submit its rankings to the full membership of Town
Council for approval. After Council approval, the Town will then proceed
with negotiating an agreement with the highest-ranking proposer. If the
Town and the proposer cannot reach agreement in the negotiation. the Town
will terminate negotiation and, at its option, ncgotiate with the next-ranked
proposer.

Scores for the SOQ screening shall be out of a total 100 points.

H. TERMS AND CONDITIONS

The Town may also engage other consultants to provide for independent third
party review of work done.

The Town reserves the right to accept or reject any or all Statement of
Qualifications, or to alter the selection process in any way, to postpone the
selection process for its own convenience at any time, and to waive any
informalities or irregularities in the Statement of Qualifications. The Town
also reserves the right to accept or reject any individual sub-consultant that a
candidate proposes to use.

This RFQ process shall in no way be deemed to create a binding contract or
agreement of any kind between the Town and the consultant. The Town
reserves the right to negotiate any and all items of the agreement, including
the Term. Scope of Service and Compensation. By submitting a response to
this RFQ, the success{ul proposecr agrees to execute an Agreement prepared by
the Town.

Each candidate submitting a SOQ in response to this RFQ acknowledges and
agrees that the preparation of all materials for submittal to the Town and all
presentations, related costs and travel expenses are at the candidate’s sole
expense and the Town shall not, under any circumstances, be responsible for
any cost or expense incurred by the candidate.

Fach candidate should be aware that although the State of South Carolina
Freedom of Information Act recognizes that certain confidential trade secret
information may be protected from disclosure, the Town of Sullivan’s Island

may not be in a position to establish that the information, which a candidate
submits, is a trade secret. [f a request is made for information marked
“confidential”, the Town will provide the candidate who submitted such
information with reasonable notice to allow the candidate to seek protection
from disclosure by a court of competent jurisdiction.

The successful Proposer shall procure at 1ts own expense, and keep in effect at
all times during the term of any agreement with the Town. the types and
amounts of insurance as specified in Attachment B of this RFQ.

Factors such as. but not limited to, any of the following may be considered
just cause to disqualify a SOQ without further consideration:

Evidence of collusion, directly or indircctly, among consultants in
regard to the amount, terms, or conditions of this proposal;
Evidence of any financial interest or relationship of any kind that
would represent or be perceived as a conflict of interest regarding the
ability to provide objective consultation and recommendations about
the accreted land and other conservation resources of the Town.
Any attempt to improperly influence any member of the selection
panel;

Existence of any lawsuit. unresolved contractual claim or dispute
between the Consuliant and the Town;

Evidence of incorrect information submitted as part of the proposal;
Evidence of consultant’s inability to successfully complete the
responsibilities and obligations of the proposal; and,

Consultant’s default under any agreement, which resulted in
termination of the agreement.

PROHIBITION OF GIFTS

The Town, its officials and employees are subject to scveral legal and policy
limitations regarding the receipt of gifts from persons, firms, or corporations
either engaged in business with the Town and its related entitics, or proposing to
do business with the Town and its related entities. To avoid even the appearance
of impropriety, Proposers should not offer any gifts or souvenirs, even of minimal
value, to Town Coungcil, officers. or employees.

The ofter or giving of any gift prohibited by this paragraph shall constitute a
material breach of the Agreement by the successful Proposer. In addition to other
remedies the Town may have by law or equity, the Town may terminate the
Agreement for such breach.

violation, including, bubt not limited to, injunctive relief to
force a termination of the violation or to permit restoraticen of
the zarea damaged by an prohibited activity. The forbearance to

enforce the terms and provisions thereof in the event of a breach
shzll not be deemed a waiver of any rights granted hereunder.
The Town shall not be liable to any person for any viclation of
these Restrictions by any person other than itself.

5, Buring the term of these restrictions, the Town shall
cause to remain in effect an ordinance of the Town making it a
violation of law for any person to violate the provisions cof
these Restricticns, as such Restrictions may be modified pursuant
to Paragraph 8 hereofl. The ,Town may enact ordinances and
regulations affecting the Property which are more restrictive
than these Restrictions or which are not inconsistent with these
Restrictilions,

7. If any preovision of these Restrictiops shall be invalld
or for any reason become. unenforceazble, no other provision shail
thereby be affected or impaired.

8. These Restrictions may be modified or repealed only upon
an affirmative vote of both (a) seventy-five (75%) percent cof the
registered voters of the Town who vote in the referendum held
pursuant to thHe terms herecf, and (b) one hundred (100%} percent
of the members of Town. Council. For purposes of these
Restrictions, a registered voter in the Town shall mean any voter
eligible to vote in .Town elections who is registered 30 days
prior to the referendum held pursuant to the terms hereof. At
least 45 days prior to any referendum held pursuant to the terms
herecf, the Council shall adapt reasonable regulaticns concerning
the manner of vobting hereunder. Nothing herein shall prohibit
the Council from adopting regulations which allow veting by
ballot on a designated day or days or by circulation of written
petitions over a period of time.

G, These Restrictiong shall remain in full force and effect
for a period of 50 years and shall be automatically renewed and
continued in effect for additional periocds of 50 years each until
such time as these Restrictions are repealed in accordance with
the provisions of Paragraph 8 hereof. The terms of this
Paragraph may be modified in accordance with the provisions of
Paragraph 8 hereof.
